	Project Description: The project entails a proposed General Plan Amendment, Change of Zone, Tentative Parcel Map, and Plot Plan for the entitlement of a ±40.88-acre property with a 591,203 s.f. warehouse building, three residential lots, and the establishment of a landscaped berm and buffer. GPA220003 would change the General Plan land use designation of ±36.0 acres from “Community Development – Medium Density Residential (CD-MDR)” to “Community Development – Light Industrial (LI).” CZ2200003 would change the zoning classification of ±36.0 acres from “One-Family Dwellings (R-1),” “Light Agriculture (A-1-1),” and “Rural Residential (R-R-1)” to “Industrial Park (I-P).”  TPM38337 would consolidate eight existing parcels into one ±36.0-acre parcel (Parcel 1), three residential parcels (Lots A, C, and E), two parcels to complete roadway cul-de-sacs (Lots B and D), and designate ±2.85 acres for public roadway dedication.  PPT220004 would entitle Parcel 1 for the development of a 591,203 s.f. warehouse building with 84 truck docking doors positioned on the northern and southern sides of the building.  Approximately 6.0 acres of Parcel 1 along its western boundary would consist of a landscaped berm. 
	Project's Effects: Significant or potentially significant impacts for which mitigation measures are presented in the EIR include impacts to Air Quality (mitigation consists of a requirement for super-compliant low VOC paints), Biological Resources (mitigation includes RWQCB and CDFW permits and associated mitigation bank credit purchase, construction-related lighting restrictions, pre-construction burrowing owl and nesting bird surveys and associated performance standards), Cultural Resources (mitigation consists of Native American monitoring and preparation of and compliance with a Cultural Resources Monitoring Program (CRMP) with performance standards in the event that resources are encountered), Geology and Soils (mitigation consists of soil treatment practices with performance standards), Greenhouse Gas Emissions (mitigation consists of compliance with the County's Climate Action Plan (CAP)), Paleontological Resources (mitigation consists of preparation of and compliance with a Paleontological Resources Impact Mitigation Program (PRIMP) with performance standards in the event that resources are encountered), and Transportation (mitigation consists of requirements to prepare and implement a traffic control plan during construction and a commute trip reduction program during operation).  Impacts that cannot be feasibly reduced to less than significant include Noise (off-site vehicular noise) and Transportation (Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT)).  
	Areas of Controversy: Issues raised by the public include proximity of sensitive receptors and treatment of the proposed landscaped berm and buffer area between established residential homes to the west and the project's proposed building to the east.
