Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

This Initial Study analyzes the impacts of five sanitary sewer repair projects proposed by the City of Santa Clara as part
of its ongoing Sanitary Sewer Condition Assessment Repairs Program. All of the proposed repair sites are located within
Santa Clara City limits. The proposed projects would repair high-priority defects identified in the City's sanitary sewer
condition assessment. At Segment 100, 166 linear feet (LF) of existing 18-inch-diameter vitrified clay pipe (VCP) sewer
line would be removed and replaced with 18-inch-diameter polyvinyl chloride (PVC) line, and an existing sewer manhole
would be removed and replaced. At Segments 231-233 and 242 a total of 1,636 LF of existing 42-inch-diameter
reinforced concrete pipe (RCP) sewer pipe would be repaired using cured-in-place-pipe (CIPP) lining, and manhole
cones at Segment termini would be replaced.

With the Avoidance and Minimization Measures incorporated, the proposed repairs would still have potential for
Significant impacts on biological resources, air quality, geology and soils, cultural resources, and hazards and hazardous
materials. The following mitigation measures ("MM") are proposed to address potential biological impacts:
Bio-1.Protection of Nesting Birds (General) at All Segments; Bio-2. Protection of Nesting Western Burrowing Owls at
Segments 321 and 232. The following MM are proposed to address potential air quality impacts: Air-1. Toxic Air
Contaminant and Odor Control. The following MM are proposed to address potential impacts on paleontological
resources: Geo-1. Worker Awareness Training for Paleontological Resources; Geo-2. Stop-Work, Evaluation, and
Treatment in the Event of a Paleontological Find. The following MM are proposed to address potential impacts on
archaeological resources and human remains: Cul-1. Notice of Potential for Buried Cultural Resources in Construction
Documents; Cul-2. Retention of On-Call Archaeologist; Cul-3. Worker Awareness Training for Cultural Resources; Cul-4.
Evaluation and Treatment of Unanticipated Archaeological Discoveries; Cul-5. Procedures for Discovery of Human
Remains. The following MM are proposed to address potential impacts for safety hazards for people residing or working
in the project area for hazardous materials: Haz-1: Contaminated Groundwater, Soil, and Soil Vapor Protection.

With the Avoidance and Minimization Measures and the mitigation measures listed above incorporated, all impacts would
be Less than Significant.
