United States Code Section 134). The current, approved RTP i the 2021 Regional Plan. The RTP must include a Sustainable Commurites Strategy (SCS) consisting ofland use, housing, and transportation strategies tht, i implemented, would allow the region to meet s regional targets for
greenhouse gas emissions reductions from passenger vehicle use established by the California Air Board i and Climate Protection Act of 2008, Senate Bill 375, Chapter 728, Statutes of 2008)

In September 2022, the SANDAG Board of Directors directed staff to prepare an Amendment to the 2021 Regional Plan without the regional road usage charge (RUC). The Amendment removes the regional road usage charge (RUC), updates the financial strategies used in the 2021 Regional
Plan, and assesses the region’ s continued ability to achieve the greenhouse gas emissions target set by the California Air Resources Board as well as federal air quality standards. The proposed Amendment does not include any transportation network changes, new construction, or changes to
the 2021 Regional Plan SCS land use pattern. The Amendment meets the requirements of federal and state transportation planning law, and also meets the for the Regional C Plan for the San Diego Region established by state law (Assembly Bill 361, Chapter 508,
Statutes of 2003).

The Draft SEIR found that the Amendment would resultin less than significant impacts to Energy: and would resultin significant and unavoidable impacts, both direct and to Air Quality, Gas le ions, Noise and Vibration, and Transportation
The Amendment would not alter the impact conclusions described in the 2021 Regional Plan PEIR for: Aesthetics and Visual and Forestry ; Biological : Cultural : Geology, Soils, and Paleontological Resources; Hazards and Hazardous
Materials; Hydrology and Water Quality; Land Use; Mineral Resources; Population and Housing; Public Services and Utiities; Tribal Cultural Resources; Water Supply; and Wildfire. These resources are not addressed in e vt SETR a6 e impacts were adequately analyzed in the 2021
Regional Plan Programmatic Environmental Impact Report.
