A request to allow the subdivision of the 6.46-acre property comprised of three (3) parcels into four (4) parcels containing
2.53 acres (parcel 1), 1.39 acres (parcel 2), 1.09 acres (parcel 3), and 1.39 acres (parcel 4); and allow the development
establishment, and operation of a commercial center consisting of three (3) restaurants with drive-thrus and an express
car wash. More specifically, the proposed development is comprised of a 4,761 square foot drive-thru restaurant (parcel
1), 3,610 square foot drive-thru restaurant (parcel 2), 950 square foot drive-thru restaurant (parcel 3), and 5,137 square
foot drive-thru express car wash (parcel 4).

Mitigation Measure MM GEO-1 is included in the event that any prehistoric subsurface cultural resources are
encountered at the Project site during construction or the course of any ground disturbance activities, all such activities
shall halt immediately, at which time the Applicant shall notify the City and consult with a qualified paleontologist to
assess the significance of the find. If any find is determined to be significant, Mitigation Measure MM GEO-2 would
include appropriate avoidance measures recommended by the consultant and approved by the City to be followed unless
avoidance is determined to be unnecessary or infeasible by the City. If such sub-surface tribal cultural resources are
encountered during the project's earthmoving operations, Mitigation Measures MM TCR-1 and MM TCR-2 shall apply.
