Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project would include development of a 200-unit residential project with a total of 440 parking spaces
consisting of a 234,928 square-foot 5-story residential portion and a 169,946 square-foot 6.5-story parking structure with
an amenity deck (proposed project) on a 2.83-acre site at the intersection of Del Amo Circle West and Carson Street in
the City of Torrance. The parking structure would include a partial subterranean level. On-site facilities/amenities include
a leasing office, a lounge/lobby, co-working space, mail/lounge, pool/spa, and a fitness center for residents, and
courtyards. Based on the project sites natural topography and the proposed project design, as the podium style
apartments “wrap” around the parking structure, it would not be visible from Carson Street or Del Amo Circle West. The
proposed project would involve demolition of a portion of the existing parking lot and construction of a new residential
development.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Based on the Initial Study and supporting environmental analysis provided in the Sustainable Communities
Environmental Assessment (SCEA), the City of Torrance has determined that the proposed Del Amo Circle Residential
Apartments Project would result in either no impact or less than significant impacts for the following issues: aesthetics,
agriculture and forestry resources, energy, greenhouse gas emissions, hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology and
water quality, land use, mineral resources, population and housing, public services, recreation, transportation, utilities
(other than wastewater) and wildlife. The purpose and goal of the project is to provide residential uses to the site with
on-site facilities and amenities as well as recreation and open space uses. While most project activities have been
designed to avoid potentially significant impacts to the physical, biotic, and cultural environment, the project has the
potential to affect air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, geology, noise, tribal cultural resources, and
wastewater to a potentially significant level. For potentially significant impacts in which avoidance is infeasible in order to
accomplish project objectives, mitigation measures have been incorporated. Mitigation measures would include the use
of paints with a volatile organic compound content, limiting ground disturbance activities and vegetation removal, cease
construction actives if cultural or tribal resources are discovered and turn to a qualified consultant for recommendations,
and construct a new sewer lone for additional capacity during construction phase of the project.

Full implementation of these measures would eliminate or reduce impacts to a less-than significant level.
