The project proposes redevelopment of the subject site with a residential development and associated improvements.
The project would involve demolition of the existing buildings, paving and private utilities on site, removal of trees along
the site frontage facing Cedar Boulevard and vegetation on site, and construction of 118 units, incorporating single family
residences and two-unit attached townhouses (duets), new landscaping, open space areas, and other associated
improvements including utlity upgrades and offsite improvements. The project would also involve rezoning the 7.76-acre
project site from Residential Medium Density (RM) to Residential Medium Density-Planned Residential (RM-PD) overlay
and subdividing the project site to create 124 lots.

Air Quality: Potential construction phase effects mitigated by AQ-1 implementing BAAQMD BMPs for dust control and
IAQ-2 mandating compliance with U.S. EPA Tier 4 Final non-road engine standards for construction equipment.

Biological Resources: Potential construction phase effects on migratory birds mitigated by BIO-1 requiring
pre-construction nesting bird surveys during nesting season and potential construction activity buffer zones.

Cultural Resources: Potential construction phase identification of cultural artifacts or resouces mitigated by CUL-1
mandating a qualified site assessment and resource protction plan if such resources are identified.

Geology and Sails: Potential hazardous seismic ground shaking mitigated by GEO-1 mandating the applicant's
compliance with CBC Seismic Design Criteria and Geotechnical Study recommendations.

Hazards and Hazardous Materials: Potential hazards related to a LUST site mitigated by HAZ-1 mandating the applicant
to confirm that all RECs have been resolved prior to being issued a grading permit.
