	Project Description: The proposed project would occur on two properties located at 1711 Harbor Avenue and 1515 West 17th Street in the City of Long Beach, County of Los Angeles. The proposed project would include the demolition of various existing buildings and associated equipment to construct an outdoor storage yard facility for the temporary storage of shipping containers en route to and from the Port of Long Beach. An existing building located on the southeast corner of the project site would remain and would be renovated with a 654-square foot addition to serve as an office building. Additional site improvements would include on-site parking for trucks, vehicles, and bicycles, zero emission charge stations for on-site trucks, plugins for refrigerated container charging, new drought-resistant landscape buffers, and fencing and railing. City discretionary approvals for the proposed project include CEQA Clearance, Conditional Use Permits, Building Permit, and a Lot Merger. Additionally, a Street Improvement Permit from the Long Beach Public Works Department and a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Construction General Permit from the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board would be required. 
	Project's Effects: Environmental topical areas identified to have potentially significant impacts include: Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Noise, Transportation, and Tribal Cultural Resources. 
To ensure nesting birds are not disturbed during construction, Mitigation Measure BIO-1 was recommended. Mitigation Measure CUL-1 would require construction activities to halt if previously unknown archaeological resources are inadvertently discovered. Mitigation Measure GEO-1 requires a site-specific geotechnical/soils report; Mitigation Measure GEO-2 would require a qualified paleontological monitor during ground disturbing activities. Mitigation is recommended to reduce potential impacts involving asbestos-containing materials, lead-based paint, and universal waste (HAZ-1). Mitigation Measure HAZ-2 requires the project applicant to notify the Long Beach Fire Department, Long Beach Police Department, and City of Long Beach Public Works Department of construction activities that would impede movement (such as temporary partial lane closures). Mitigation Measure NOI-1 recommend noise/vibration control measures during construction. Mitigation Measure TRA-1 recommends a Traffic Management Plan be implemented to reduce short-term impacts within surrounding roadways. Mitigation Measure TCR-1 would ensure previously unknown tribal cultural resources are protected during ground-disturbing construction activities.
