	Project Description: The County of Madera (County) proposes to construct two (2) test wells, each with a design capacity of 150 gallons per minute (gpm), drilled in hard rock using air rotary well drilling equipment. Each well will be converted from a test well to a production well, including a well pump, motor, discharge head, discharge pipe, meter, valves, electrical service transformer, variable frequency drive and water treatment for removal of constituents that are out of compliance with the SWRCB Division of Drinking Water (DDW).  
	Project's Effects: The project would have no impact on aesthetics, agriculture and forest resources, energy, land use and planning, mineral resources, population and housing, public services, tribal cultural resources, and recreation. The project would have a less than significant impact on air quality, geology and soils, greenhouse gas emissions, hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology and water quality, noise, utilities and service systems, transportation/traffic, and wildfire. The project would have less than significant impact with mitigation on biological resources, and cultural resources. 

The project would implement best management practices (BMPs) for air quality, geology and soils, hazards and hazardous waste, hydrology and water quality, and noise. Mitigation measure for biological and cultural resources would include:

Measures BIO-1 through BIO-10, and
Measures CUL-1 and CUL-2.
