The project proposes to develop approximately 13.5 gross acres of vineyard (11 planted acres) within two vineyard blocks located on three parcels that comprise approximately 359
acres of the property. Located in the mountains separating Napa Valley from Wooden Valley, the project site is located at 8999 Wild Horse Valley Road, which is an existing paved
private road that provides access to several existing residential, winery and vineyard properties in the vicinity, and accessed from both Monticello Road (SR 121) to the north and Wild
Horse Valley Road to the south. Project site is located approximately 1.2 road miles north of the northerly terminus of the County-maintained portion of Wild Horse Valley Road, approx
0.8- mile north of the Napa-Solano County line and approximately 3.9 miles east of the City of Napa. Average slopes in the project area range from 11-18%. Project would convert
approximately 3.2 acre of coast live oak woodland and 9.9 acres of grassland. Project would remove approximately 121 coast live oak trees ranging in size from 6 to 70 inches dbh. An
existing ephemeral stream and wetland would be avoided with 35-foot and 50-foot setbacks, respectively. The project site is located in the Lake Madigan Domestic Water Supply
Drainage.
