	Project Description: The proposed project consists of a three-phased development to expand the existing Holy Innocents Parish School to include instruction for 9th through 12th grades and the addition of church-related facilities. Each phase would be completed before the start of the subsequent phase. The three phased expansion would include a parish office, a two-story school building, a single-story gymnasium, a rectory, a convent, and a church. Project entitlements include a Vesting Tentative Parcel Map, a Long Range Development Plan, Site Plan Review, and a Sign Program.
	Project's Effects: The proposed project was determined to result in potentially significant effects related to Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Noise and Tribal Cultural Resources prior to the implementation of mitigation measures. 

- Mitigation Measure BR-1 would ensure that the proposed project complies with MBTA and CFGC, would be required. 
- Mitigation Measure CR-1 is would document the existing horizontal metal louvers over the windows of the existing school building facing 25th Street,  which were identified as an important feature, in a historic resources report.
- Mitigation Measure CR-2 would reduce the potential for for the destruction of any significant archaeological resource.
- Mitigation Measure HAZ-1 calls for the abandonment of this well prior to demolition or renovation activities.
- Mitigation Measures HAZ-2 and HAZ-3 would be implemented for the handling Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACM), and Lead-Containing Materials (LCM).
- Mitigation Measures N-1 through N-6 are standard best management practices to reduce noise impacts at off-site uses during construction activities.  
- Mitigation Measures TCR-1 through TCR-3 require that a Native American monitor be on-site during ground disturbing activities and that the unanticipated discovery of tribal cultural resources are handled appropriately.
