Plan and Steep Slopes Management Plans for construction of approximately 3,700 feet of trail, installation of interpretive
signage, fencing, retaining walls, a well and water storage tank, and a native plant garden with irrigation.

-Biological Resources - inventory and protection of oaks, replacement of removed oaks, dry weather construction near
waterways, permits from other agencies, establishment of environmentally sensitive areas, nesting bird survey,
designated supervisor for mitigation measures, staff and volunteer education, educational signage

-Cultural Resources - flagging identified resources, notification upon discovery

-Geology/Soils - best management practices to prevent erosion, protection of exposed soil, maintenance of proper
surface water drainage

-Hazard/Hazardous Material - exclusionary zone for hot spot area, soils sampling in trail alignment

-Hydrology/Water Quality - best management practices, other agency permits at stream crossings, stream course
protection

-Tribal Cultural Resources - avoidance of disturbance of birds and culturally important plant species, notify for discovery
