The project site contains over 13 acres of native plant and wildlife habitat and is a refuge for over 200 species of
migratory and resident birds. Three dominant habitat types were identified during the reconnaissance-level biological

survey of the project site: arroyo willow woodland, California bulrush marsh, and ruderal/weedy vegetation. Though no
special status species were observed, there potential for them to exist at the site.

The project site is located within an archaeologically sensitive area. Northwest Information Center records and
pedestrian archaeological survey did not reveal known resources. Mitigation measures consistent with the requirements
of Health and Safety Code Section 7050.5 and the CEQA Guidelines Section 5064.5(e) have been incorporated. The
KaKoon Ta Ruk band of Ohlone-Costanoan Indians of the Big Sur Rancheria requested consultation. The consultation
has been closed and no mitigation measures associated with the consultation request have been incorporated.
