Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

A request by Donna Evenson (Applicant) for a Tentative Parcel Map (SUB2021-00014/ CO 20 0079) to subdivide a
24-acre parcel into four parcels, ranging in size from 5.0 to 8.6 acres for the sale and/or development of each proposed
parcel. Building envelopes are proposed, and an open space easement is proposed across the southern portion of all
four parcels. The project also includes the construction of an access road (Oak Hill Court) to the north, connecting to Oak
Hill Road, for access to the project site, resulting in 1,816 cubic yards (cy) of cut and 2,925 cy of fill (4,741 total cy of
earthwork) and approximately 57,215 square feet (1.31 acres) of ground disturbance. The project includes a request for
an adjustment to Title 21 (Real Property Division Ordinance) to allow more than five parcels to take access off a private
easement (Oak Hill Court and Oak Hill Road). The project site is located in the Residential Suburban (RS) land use
category, on the east side of Corbett Canyon Road, approximately 600 feet south of Oak Hill Road, northeast of the city
of Arroyo Grande. The project is located within the San Luis Bay (Inland) Sub Area (South) of the South County (Inland)
Planning Area.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: There is potential to expose sensitive receptors to short-term air emissions during construction. Mitigation
has been identified to reduce potential emissions near sensitive receptors through implementation of diesel-idling
limitations, vehicle and equipment requirements, and dust minimization measures.

Biological Resources: The project has the potential to disturb special-status reptiles, special-status mammals, nesting
migratory birds, surface water resources, and oak trees. Mitigation has been identified to avoid and/or minimize potential
impacts to biological resources.

Cultural Resources: There is a historical structure located across all four proposed parcels. Mitigation has been identified
to preserve the remaining features by requiring future development to be located a minimum of 20 feet from the
structures.

Geology and Soils & Hydrology and Water Quality: There is potential for temporary construction activities to increase soll
erosion that could runoff into the unnamed drainage and surrounding areas. Mitigation has been identified to require
implementation of BMPs to reduce sedimentation and erosion during construction activities. There is potential for
paleontological resources to be impacts. Mitigation has been identified in the event of resource discovery.

Hydrology and Water Quality & Utilities: Based on information about the Corbett Canyon Watershed, the Pismo
Formation, proposed amount of water to be used and the water source, there is concern about the long-term
sustainability of the aquifer. Mitigation for water conservation measures and a drought management plan are included.
