Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The 0.5-acre project site (APN 817-01-002) is located at 16720 Monterey Road in the City of Morgan Hill. The project
proposes to remove the existing pump stations, retail/convenience store, and fuel canopy to redevelop the site with six
pump stations (12 gas pumps), a new UST system, a new canopy, and a 2,115 square foot retail/convenience store. The
project would include an air and water dispenser, trash enclosure, and surface parking spaces on the northern portion of
the site. A heating, ventilation, and air conditioning unit would be located on the roof of the retail/convenience store. The
proposed project would repave sidewalks along the project frontage on Monterey Road and San Pedro Avenue. The
facility would continue to operate 24 hours per day, seven days per week.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed project could result in the loss of raptor and/or migratory bird eggs or nestlings, either directly by
destroying an active nest, or indirectly by disturbing and causing abandonment of an active nest. The project would
include mitigation measures to avoid the nesting bird season and complete site surveys to identify any species present. If
active nests are found, a disturbance-free buffer zone would be established and a report would be submitted.

Although unlikely, the proposed project could encounter paleontological resources during construction/excavation. In the
event paleontological resources are encountered, the project would implement mitigation measures requiring halting of
work, notification of the City's Development Services Director, and hiring of a qualified professional paleontologist to
assess the find and recommend appropriate treatment. A findings report would be submitted.

Areas of impacted soil, groundwater, or soil vapor (from petroleum-based contamination or agricultural chemicals) could
be encountered during construction. The project would implement mitigation measures to ensure appropriate
management practices for handling impacted soil, soil vapor, and groundwater are followed. Additionally, the site may
contain lead-based paint (LBP) and asbestos-containing materials (ACMs). The project would implement mitigation
measures to perform an asbestos/lead survey; if LBP or ACMs are found, a work plan shall be implemented in
accordance with Cal/OSHA regulations for proper abatement.
