Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project includes the subdivision of an existing parcel into 10 single-family residential lots and the removal of five (5)
native oak trees and encroachment into the protected zone of two (2) other native oak trees on-site. The Tentative Map
Grading and Site Plan shows the conceptual building envelope of each lot. The conceptual building layout shows the
single-family dwelling units all facing Main Street. The conceptual site plan also shows a six (6) foot tall wrought iron
fence along the rear property of each lot and a six (6) foot tall wood fence along the western property line of Lot 1. In
addition, the conceptual site plan shows Lot 1 potentially being sold to the adjacent owner for the use as a second
access point into their site. The project entitlements include a Tentative Subdivision Map and a Tree Permit.

In reviewing the site specific information provided for this project and acting as Lead Agency, the City of Roseville,
Development Services Department, Planning Division has analyzed the potential environmental impacts created by this
project and determined that the impacts are less than significant.
