	Project Description: The Project entails a proposed Major Site Plan Review No. 1046-21, Design Review No. 5041-21, and Environmental Review No. 1876-21. Approval of Project entitlements would allow for redevelopment of the 12.69-acre site with two 41.5-foot (ft) tall warehouse buildings comprised of approximately a 189,566 square foot (sf) building to the west (Building 1) and a 103,196-sf building to the east (Building 2). Building 1 would include 178,966 sf warehousing, 10,600 sf of two-story office space, and 25 dock doors. Building 2 would include 91,696 sf of warehousing, and 11,500 sf of two-story office space, and 11 dock doors. The Project would have a maximum floor area ratio (FAR) of 0.75 and would provide 268 parking stalls. The redevelopment would require the demolition of the existing operating manufacturing facility and associated parking areas.
	Project's Effects: The Project has the potential to result in the following significant effects: 1) Biological Resource: The Project site has the potential to disturb migratory birds. Mitigation is provided to require pre-construction nesting bird clearance survey to determine the presence/absence, location, and status of any active nests on or adjacent to the Project site and require buffers to ensure that any nesting birds are protected according to the MBTA. 2) Cultural Resources: The Project site has the potential to contain buried archaeological resources.  Mitigation is provided to require monitoring during ground-disturbing activities so that no impacts will occur to any resources that may be uncovered on-site.  3) Geology and Soils: The Project site has the potential to contain buried paleontological resources.  Mitigation is provided to require monitoring during ground-disturbing activities so that no impacts will occur to any resources that may be uncovered on-site.  4) Hazards and Hazardous Materials: The Project site has the potential to encounter contaminants during grading.  Mitigation is provided to require adherence to the Soil Management Plan.  5) Tribal Cultural Resources:  The Project site is located within a traditional tribal use area and there is potential that tribal cultural resources could be uncovered on-site during grading and trenching activities.  Mitigation is provided to require monitoring during ground-disturbing activities to that no impacts will occur to any resources that may be uncovered on-site.

With the implementation of the mitigation measures provided in the MND, all of the Project's potential effects would be less than significant.
