Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed Redlands and Placentia Project involves the construction and operation of an approximately
121,100-square-foot light industrial, non-refrigerated warehouse building that includes 8,000 square feet of associated
office space on a 6.21-gross-acre site. The building would be single-story and approximately 48 feet tall with architectural
projections reaching a maximum of 55 feet in height. The building would include a mezzanine, loading docks, and
associated vehicle and truck trailer parking spaces. A 14-foot-high wall is proposed along the northern perimeter of the
truck court and would extend down along the eastern and western ends of the truck court to screen loading activities
from neighboring and public viewpoints. The eastern and northeastern perimeters of the site would include an 8-foot-high
tubular steel fence with 8-foot-high pilasters to secure the site. The proposed Project includes approximately 47,506
square feet of drought tolerant ornamental landscaping covering 19 percent of the site. The Project includes an
underground infiltration/detention basin located on the western side of the property and would construct sidewalks along
Redlands Avenue and Placentia Avenue.The Project includes the following discretionary actions the by the City: adoption
of the Mitigated Negative Declaration, Tentative Parcel Map Approval to combine APNs 300-210-010 and 300-210-022,
and approval of Development Plan Review (DPR No. 22-0008).

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Environmental factors potentially affected include: aesthetics, air quality, biological resources, cultural resources,
geology, hazards, and tribal cultural resources.

Potentially significant impacts to aesthetics are related to light and glare which would be mitigated to a less than
significant level by providing evidence that any temporary lighting would be shielded downward or hooded. Potentially
significant impacts to air quality are related to the construction health risk assessment which would be mitigated to a less
than significant level through the use of Tier 3 construction vehicles equipped with Level 3 diesel particulate filters.
Potentially significant impacts related to biological resources include having an adverse effect on a species, interfering
with the movement of a species, and conflicting with the provisions of an adopted conservation plan. Impacts related to
biological resource would be mitigated to a less than significant level through the implementation of pre-activity field
surveys, pre-construction burrowing owl surveys, and additional mitigation measures adopted by the PVCCSP EIR.
Potentially significant impacts related to cultural resources include causing a substantial adverse change in significance
of an archaeological resource and the disturbance of human remains. Impacts would be mitigated to a less than
significant level by including archaeological monitoring and inadvertent discoveries protocol. Potentially significant
impacts to geology include paleontological resources and would be mitigated to a less than significant impact by
approval of a PRIMMP and mitigation measures adopted by the PVCCSP EIR. Potentially significant impacts related to
hazards include excessive hazard or noise being located within an airport land use plan. Impacts related to hazards
would be mitigated to a less than significant impact by mitigation measures adopted by the PVCCSP EIR. Potentially
significant impacts to tribal cultural resources would be mitigated through archaeological monitoring and inadvertent
discoveries protocol.
