Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Genesis & Hyundai Dealership project proposes a General Plan Amendment and Specific Plan Amendment, and
related permits including an Architectural Review Permit and Planned Development Permit, to facilitate development of
an automobile dealership. The proposed dealership would consist of a three-story building with rooftop solar panels that
would provide space for vehicle storage/display and dealership operations (including showroom sales, offices, parts
delivery/storage, and automobile repair and maintenance). Additionally, two levels of underground vehicle storage would
be constructed beneath the proposed dealership that would also provide space dedicated to parts storage and vehicle
wash and detail services. Additionally, the project proposes to widen a portion of Commodore Drive located
approximately 750 feet west of the proposed dealership that would be used to unload sales vehicles.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project would reduce potentially significant cancer risks at nearby sensitive receptors through implementation of
BAAQMD best management practices and use of Tier 4 equipment or equivalent measures to reduce emissions by 75
percent. The project would avoid impacts to nesting and migratory birds through implementation of MM BIO-1.1 and MM
BIO-1.2, by either completing vegetation/tree removal outside of nesting season or through the use of construction buffer
zones around active nests. The potential impact on unknown subsurface cultural resources or human remains would be
addressed by providing worker training and an assessment of any discovered resources or remains by qualified
professionals (MM CUL-2.1, -2.2, -3.1). Any subsurface paleontology resources discovered would be evaluated and
protected by a qualified paleontologist (MM GEO-6.1). The project would implement BAAQMD best management
practices to reduce GHG emission during construction (MM GHG-1.1) and be prohibited from using natural gas (MM
GHG-1.2), ensuring the project's construction and operational related GHG emissions are less than significant.
Implementation of MM HAZ-5.1 would prohibit the use of construction equipment in areas where it could penetrate critical
aeronautical surfaces. The project would be required to implement variety of measures during construction (MM NOI-1.1,
NOI-2.1) to reduce noise and vibration generated during construction to less than significant levels.
