	Project Description: Rancho California Water District proposes to extend the 1550 pressure zone pipeline from Morgan Hill Drive to Anza Road within public right of way and existing water utility easements. The Project is proposed to improve reliability of the water system and consists of a total of 1,050 linear feet of potable water pipeline beginning at an existing 12-inch connection near the terminus of Morgan Hill Drive and extending east and north to Anza Road. The Project will be implemented with open trench and bore and jack construction to avoid direct impacts on a dry wash confirmed as jurisdictional (Waters of the State and Waters of the United States). The Project consists of approximately 725 linear feet of 12-inch and 325 linear feet of 24-inch diameter potable water pipeline. The Project will connect to the existing 24-inch potable water pipeline located in an existing easement for Anza Road. Approximately 45 linear feet of 24-inch casing will be utilized to install the pipeline where it passes under an existing jurisdictional wash. The casing construction will require the removal of approximately 120 cubic yards (CY) (80 CY for jacking pit and 40 CY for receiving pit). Excavation of the trench will involve preparation of the trench (shoring, etc.), amending soil to fill the bottom of the trench, and backfilling the trench. The Project will implement mitigation measures for biological resources (nesting birds, jurisdictional waters), cultural resources (buried resources), geology and soils, paleontology, hydrology/water quality, hazards, traffic, and tribal resources.  
	Project's Effects: Significant long-term, permanent, and cumulative impacts are not anticipated with Project implementation due to the scale of the Project as well as Project consistency with the approved buildout of the County of Riverside General Plan and the Morgan Hill Specific Plan #313.

Environmental concerns related to Project implementation are limited to temporary and intermittent impacts from construction. The following anticipated environmental impacts during Project construction include Biological Resources, Geology and Soils, Hydrology and Water Quality, Cultural Resources, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Public Services, and Tribal Cultural Resources. 

Mitigation Measures will reduce potential impacts to less than significance for Biological Resources by conducting a nesting clearance survey prior to start of construction and protection/avoidance of any nests found during the survey, fully mitigating impacts from the Project on nesting birds. Impacts to buried paleontological, cultural and tribal cultural resources will be mitigated to less than significant levels through the implementation of construction monitoring by a qualified archaeologist, paleontologist and a tribal monitor. Project construction will utilize an energy dissipater and Baker Tank to prevent pollution from entering jurisdiction waters. The Project will implement safety measures during construction to reduce risk associated with materials handling and general construction activities.

Mitigation Measures can be found within the ISMND and MMRP. 
	Areas of Controversy: There are no areas of controversy known to the Rancho California Water District, Lead Agency.  The Project is included in the approved Capital Improvement Plan and the County's General Plan.  

Rancho California Water District coordinated with the Pechanga Band of Luiseno Indians pursuant to AB 52 and CEQA Guidelines. The Project will implement mitigation measures to reduce impacts on Tribal, Cultural and paleontological resources associated with the Project Alignment being within the Holocene-age alluvium and within proximity to a traditional Native American village location.  Mitigation measures are proposed and were determined to reduce all anticipated impacts to less than significant levels. Therefore, the Lead Agency does not anticipate further issues to be raised.
