RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
RANCHO CALIFORNIA WATER DISTRICT, RIVERSIDE
COUNTY, CALIFORNIA, ADOPTING A MITIGATED
NEGATIVE DECLARATION AND A MITIGATION
MONITORING AND REPORTING PROGRAM UNDER THE
CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ACT FOR THE
ANZA ROAD 1550 PRESSURE ZONE PIPELINE EXTENSION
[PROJECT NO. D1988] AND APPROVING THE PROJECT

WHEREAS, the Rancho California Water District (“District”) is organized and
operates pursuant to the California Water District Law, Division 13, commencing with
Section 34000 of the California Water Code; and

WHEREAS, the District intends to construct the proposed Anza Road 1550
Pressure Zone Pipeline Extension Project that will provide water system redundancy and
improve water reliability in the Morgan Hill Development as well as surrounding properties
in the area east of Temecula, California. The Project consists of the construction of
approximately 725 linear feet of a 12-inch diameter water pipeline within the existing
Riverside County-right-of-way and future extension of Morgan Hill Drive and 325 linear
feet of a 24-inch diameter water pipeline within an existing District easement along the
future extension of Anza Road; and

WHEREAS, the District has determined that approval of the Project is subject to
the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”), California Public
Resources Code Section 21000 ef seq. and the State CEQA Guidelines, California Code
Regulations, Title 14, Section 15000 ef seq., and as the lead agency has prepared an
initial study to analyze all potential impacts of the Project; and

WHEREAS, on the basis of the Initial Study, which indicated that all potential
environmental impacts of the Project could be mitigated to a level of insignificance, the
District determined that a Mitigated Negative Declaration (“MND”) should be prepared,;
and

WHEREAS, an MND was prepared pursuant to CEQA, the State CEQA
Guidelines, and the District's Local CEQA Guidelines; and

WHEREAS, the District made the Draft Initial Study/MND available to the public
and all interested, responsible, and trustee agencies for review and comment on February
13, 2023, for a period of at least thirty (30) days; and

WHEREAS, the District received, considered, and prepared responses to
comments received from the public, as well as any responsible, trustee, and interested
agencies, on the Draft Initial Study/MND; and



WHEREAS, the District held a public meeting on August 17, 2023, to receive
additional public testimony on the Initial Study/MND and the Project; and

WHEREAS, no new significant environmental effects have been identified, and
any changes to the Draft Initial Study/MND in response to comments or otherwise do not
constitute substantial revisions requiring recirculation under State CEQA Guidelines
Section 15073.5. The responses to comments, in combination with the Initial Study/MND,
constitute the Final Initial Study/MND; and

WHEREAS, the District Board of Directors has carefully reviewed the Final Initial
Study/MND and all other relevant information contained in the administrative record for
the Project; and

WHEREAS, all other legal prerequisites to the adoption of this Resolution have
occurred.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, DETERMINED, AND
ORDERED by the Board of Directors of the Rancho California Water District as follows:

Section 1.  As the decision-making body for the District, the Board of Directors
has reviewed and considered the Final Initial Study/MND and administrative record for
the Project, including all oral and written comments received during the comment period.

Section 2. The Final Initial Study/MND prepared for the Project and the
administrative record have been completed in compliance with CEQA, the State CEQA
Guidelines, and the District's Local CEQA Guidelines.

Section 3.  The Board finds that the Final Initial Study/MND contains a complete,
objective and accurate reporting of the environmental impacts associated with the Project
and reflects the independent judgment of the Board.

Section 4.  Based on the Final Initial Study/MND and the administrative record,
including all written and oral evidence presented to the Board, the Board finds that all
environmental impacts of the Project are either insignificant or can be mitigated to a level
of insignificance pursuant to the mitigation measures outlined in the Final Initial
Study/MND and the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program. Pursuant to Public
Resources Code Section 21081.6, the Board approves and adopts the Mitigation
Monitoring and Reporting Program prepared for the Project and attached to this
Resolution as Exhibit “A.”

Section 5.  The Board finds that there is no substantial evidence in light of the
whole administrative record supporting a fair argument that the Project may result in
significant environmental impacts.

Section6. The Board approves and adopts the MND prepared for the Project

pursuant to Public Resources Code Section 21080, subdivision(c)(2) and attached to this
Resolution as Exhibit “B” and approves the Project.

The Board hereby directs staff to file a Notice of Determination with
the County Clerk of Riverside County within five (5) working days of approval of the
Project.

The biologist (Designated Biologist) shall be

Buffers: The size of the no-disturbance buffer will
be determined by the wildlife biologist
immediately based on their best professional
judgement and experience and will depend on the
level of noise and/or surrounding anthropogenic
disturbances, line of sight between the nest and the
construction activity, type and duration of
construction activity, ambient noise, species
habituation, and topographical barriers. These
factors will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis
when developing buffer distances. No construction

activity shall occur within the buffer area until a
gualified biologist determines nesting species have

fledged and the nest is no longer active or the nest
has failed.

Flagging: Limits of construction to avoid an active
nest will be established in the field with flagging,
fencing, or other appropriate barriers installed
under biologist supervision.

Monitoring: The biologist monitoring construction
should be present to delineate the boundaries of the
buffer area and to monitor the active nest to ensure
that nesting behavior is not adversely affected by
the construction activity. The Designated Biologist
shall monitor the nest at the onset of construction
and at the onset of any changes in such project
activities (e.g., increase in number or type of
equipment, change in equipment usage, etc.) to
determine the efficacy of the buffer. If the

Designated Biologist shall adjust the buffer
accordingly or implement alternative avoidance and
minimization measures, such as redirecting or

rescheduling construction or erecting sound
barriers. All work within these buffers will be

halted until the nesting effort is finished (i.e., the
juveniles are surviving independent from the nest).
The onsite qualified biologist will review and verify

compliance with these nesting avoidance buffers
and will verify the nesting effort has finished.

Reporting: Once the young have fledged and left the
nest, or the nest otherwise becomes inactive under
natural conditions, construction activities within the

buffer area can occur. _Upon completion of the
survey and nesting bird monitoring, a report shall
be prepared and submitted to the District for
mitigation monitoring compliance record keeping.
Relocations: If relocation or capture of a species is
required, a qualified biologist with appropriate
handling permits should prepare a species-specific
list (or plan) of proper handling and relocation
protocols and a map of suitable and safe relocation
areas. The District/qualified biologist may consult
with CDFW/USFWS to prepare species-specific
protocols for proper handling and relocation
procedures. Only a USFWS approved biologist

should be authorized to capture and relocate ESA-
listed species. A relocation plan should be

submitted to CDFW for review and comment prior
to implementing such activities.

mitigation is required. If burrowing owl are

detected, CDFW shall be sent written notification
within 3 days of detection of burrowing owls. If
active burrowing owl burrows are detected, the
District shall not commence activities until no sign
is present that the burrows are being used by adult
or juvenile owls or following CDFW approval of a
Burrowing Owl Plan as described below. If owl
presence is difficult to determine, a qualified
biologist shall monitor the burrows with motion-
activated trail cameras for at least 24 hours to

evaluate burrow occupancy. The onsite qualified
biologist will verify the nesting effort has finished

according to methods identified in the Burrowing
Owl Plan. The Burrowing Owl Plan shall be
prepared in accordance with guidelines in the

Baseline Condition
