The Project includes a Specific Plan. Note that the applicant intends to process a Development Plan and Tentative
Parcel Map for the Phase | Project following processing of the Project Specific Plan. The Project is anticipated to be
developed in two phases within five planning areas, and would allow for a business park and mixed-use development on
18 parcels covering 84.1 acres in the City of Ontario. The development would include up to 290,110 square feet of
commercial retail/office uses, up to 466 residential units, and 1,386,777 square feet of business park uses, and
associated on-site and off-site infrastructure improvements.

The EIR conservatively evaluates the maximum development potential for Phases | and Il as permitted in the proposed
Specific Plan. The maximum development under the Specific Plan consists of 1,676,887 sf of business park and mixed
use land uses and associated on-site and off-site infrastructure improvements. The EIR conservatively evaluates the
maximum development potential for Phases | and Il as permitted in the proposed Specific Plan. Phase | is expected to
start construction in 2024, with an anticipated opening year in 2032. The EIR also evaluates, at a “programmatic” level,
potential future development of Phase Il, comprised of PAs 2B and 3B. Consistent with TOP, the Specific Plan proposes
the Phase Il area with a maximum development potential of 203,861 square feet of business park uses, in addition to up
to 466 dwelling units. Combined, the Phase | and Phase Il portions of the Specific Plan would allow up to 1,676,887
square feet of non-residential business park and commercial retail/office mixed uses in addition to up to 466 residential
units.

The EIR concluded that significant unavoidable impacts would occur with agricultural resources, air quality, biological
resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, greenhouse gas emissions, and hazards and hazardous materials even
with implementation of mitigation measures.
