	Project Description: The Morningside High School and Woodworth Elementary School Project is located on approximately 54-acres of District-owned land located in the southeastern portion of the City of Inglewood, within Los Angeles County, California. The Project proposes demolition of Woodworth Elementary School, adjustment of the Morningside High School campus boundaries (reduced by 17 acres), construction of new recreational facilities (relocated track and football/soccer field, tennis courts, basketball courts, shotput and discus areas, a softball field, a baseball field, stadium lighting, electronic scoreboards, public announcement (PA) systems, ticketing and concessions building, a visitor team storage and restroom building, and a home team storage and restroom building), and modernization of existing buildings (canopies and walkways, doors, windows, and interior improvements to existing Building U (Auditorium), Building H (Shop Class), and Building L (Classroom)). Circulation, landscaping, and utility improvements are also proposed throughout. The Proposed Project would not create additional capacity that would increase the number of students or staff present at Morningside High School. Construction is anticipated to begin Summer 2023 for approximately 24 months. 
	Project's Effects: Mitigation is provided to reduce potentially significant impacts for aesthetics, air quality, cultural resources, geology and soils, and noise. Lighting shall be shielded to prevent light spillage outside of the Project Site (MM-AES-1). The construction contractor shall utilize utilize construction equipment that meets or exceed the CARB and USEPA Tier 4 off-road emissions standards (MM-AIR-1). The site shall be recorded per Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) Level III requirements (MM-HR-1). A qualified Preservation Professional shall be retained to review the final plans for improvements to Building U for conformance with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation (MM-HR-2). A salvage and interpretation program shall be implemented (MM-HR-3). Construction monitoring shall be conducted to avoid potential damage and ensure conformance with the Standards (MM-HR-4). Cultural resources sensitivity training shall be conducted (MM-CUL-1). Work activities shall cease within approximately 100 feet of any discovery until it can be evaluated (MM-CUL-2). Paleontological resources sensitivity training shall be conducted (MM-PAL-1). Monitoring shall be conducted during ground-disturbing activities below 10 feet in Quaternary alluvium (MM-PAL-2). Grading and excavation activities shall be temporarily diverted or redirected in the area of potential fossils found (MM-PAL-3). A monitoring report shall be prepared (MM-PAL-4). A licensed abatement contractor shall be retained to prepare an asbestos operations and maintenance program (MM-HAZ-1). Best management practices for construction noise shall be employed (MM-NOI-1). Construction activities shall be reviewed for vibration-generation within 80-feet of inhabited buildings and site-specific vibration studies shall be conducted where required to reduce vibration velocities (MM-NOI-2).
