The project would add additional events to the existing marketing plan, permit visitation and on-premises consumption in additional areas on site, and allow outdoor speakers for background music. Physical changes on site include construction of an approximately 10,500 s.f. winery building with a 700 s.f. lounge building, increase the existing cave from 16,000 s.f. to 32,500 s.f., cabanas on the existing hospitality building patio, additional parking spaces, and improvements to an existing driveway off Yount Mill Road for non-public, emergency access.
