McLaughlin and San Jacinto Warehouses Project (herein after “proposed Project” or “Project”) site consists of vacant land. The Project would include the construction of five (5) speculative
industrial buildings totaling 491,393 square feet on 31.44-net acres of land located at the southeast corner of Antelope Road and McLaughlin Road. The warehouses range in size from
approximately 88,498 square feet to 95,680 square feet of warehousing space and between 5,000 and 10,000 square feet for office space. Associated facilities and improvements of the
Project include loading dock doors, on-site landscaping, and related on-site and off-site improvements (roadway improvements, sewer, storm drain, utilities). The Project includes a 100-foot
setback to provide a buffer between the buildings and adjacent sensitive receptors to the south.

The Project site is located in the northern part of the City of Menifee, which is within the Sun City/Menifee Valley Area Plan in southwest Riverside County, California. The Project site
consists of 10 parcels total (Assessor Parcel Numbers: 331-200-012, -013, -014, -018, -019, -020, -028, -030, -031, and -032). Regional access to the Project site is provided via Interstate
215, located approximately 1.0 mile west of the Project site, and U.S. Highway 74, located approximately 0.5 miles north of the Project site.
