The Pacific Gas & Electric Company (PG&E) is proposing to construct the Lower Blue Lake Dam Seepage Mitigation and Weir Replacement
Project at Lower Blue Lake reservoir in Alpine County. In summer 2018, PG&E observed evidence of adverse seepage conditions developing
on the downstream embankment face of the Lower Blue Lake Dam. In response, PG&E performed subsurface investigations of the dam
embankment and foundation, which suggested that there are likely two sources of the observed seepage issues: (1) through the embankment
fill itself during times of elevated water levels in the reservoir, and (2) through the native alluvium/glacial deposits left in place below the dam
and spillway, which appear to be affected less by reservoir levels and more by groundwater conditions.
