	Project Description: The project includes development of an approximately 118,786-square-foot warehouse building, of which 10,000 square feet would be designated office space across two levels, on approximately 6.45 gross acres (6.17 net acres). The project also includes 25 freight truck loading docks and employee and trailer parking; it does not include cold storage/refrigeration operations. Proposed vehicle and pedestrian access to the project site would be provided by two ingress/egress driveways off W. Lincoln Avenue and associated frontage improvements that would include sidewalks, street trees, and lighting. The project would also dedicate approximately 15 feet of right of way along the southern project site frontage and widen W. Lincoln Avenue to the ultimate 55-foot half width in accordance with the City’s General Plan designation for a major highway or arterial highway. 
	Project's Effects: The IS/MND identified potentially significant impacts in the areas of biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, hazards and hazardous materials, tribal cultural resources, and mandatory findings of significance for which mitigation measures are proposed to reduce these impacts to less than significant levels. Mitigation measures include pre-construction biological surveys to protect nesting birds; provisions for unanticipated encounters with cultural, paleontological, and Tribal Cultural Resources; design and construction of the project in accordance with design guidelines prescribed by the Riverside County Airport Land Use Commission, etc. Additionally, the Project would be subject to compliance with Standard Conditions specified in accordance with applicable regulatory policies related to geology and soils and hydrology and water quality to ensure compliance with the site-specific geotechnical report and applicable storm water permits.
