The property owner proposes to subdivide the property into two parcels: Lot 1 at +/-133.92 acres and Lot 2 at +/-213.32
acres in size. Following approval of the minor subdivision, the applicant will be required, as a condition of approval, to
submit complete application(s) and fees to rescind the existing Non-prime Land Conservation (Williamson) Act contract
on the property and replace with two new separate Prime and Hybrid Williamson Act contracts for each parcel resulting
from the subdivision pursuant to Sonoma County’s Uniform Rules for Agricultural Preserves (Uniform Rules).

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project would contribute to impacts related to aesthetics, air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, and
Tribal resources, and noise which have potential to be cumulative off-site, but mitigation measures would reduce project
impacts to less than significant levels.

pre-construction biological surveys for any future development prior to development permit issuance; requiring proof of
