Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project site is a 2.83-acre (gross) property located approximately 650 feet west of the southwest corner of Sixth
Street and Del Rosa Drive, south of Sixth Street, west of Del Rosa Drive, north of Fifth Street, and east of Tippecanoe
Avenue. The project site’s Assessor’s Parcel Number is 0279-201-24.

The project would include the construction of an approximately 47,899-square-foot (gross area, inclusive of
mezzanine/office spaces), one-story warehouse building on an approximately 2.83-acre site (gross area). The 47,899-
square-foot warehouse building would be composed of approximately 42,899 square feet of warehouse space and 5,000
square feet of mezzanine/office space. The warehouse building would have an approximate height of 44 feet when
measured from grade. In addition, the project would also include improvements along the project’s street frontage,
including landscaping, fencing, and street and sidewalk improvements. A variety of trees, shrubs, and groundcovers
would be planted within the project frontage’s landscape setback area, within the landscape areas found around the
warehouse building, and throughout the project site.

The Initial Study evaluated potential environmental effects to aesthetics, agricultural and forestry resources, air quality,
biological resources, cultural resources, energy, geology and soils, greenhouse gas emissions, hazards and hazardous
materials, hydrology and water quality, land use and planning, mineral resources, noise, population and housing, public
services, recreation, transportation/traffic, tribal cultural resources, utilities and service systems, and wildfire. Of all
potential effects evaluated, impacts in the areas of air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, and geology and
soils were identified, but will be reduced to less than significant levels with implementation of the mitigation measures
identified in the Initial Study. The City did not identify any significant unavoidable impacts that require further analysis in
an Environmental Impact Report.
