	Project Description: The Fields at Alamo Creek project includes a tentative subdivision map for the development of up to 241 detached single-family residential lots and 88 half-plex lots for attached homes, as well as a 0.6-acre park, and 7.2 acres of open space/agricultural buffer on a 33.6-acre parcel of land located immediately adjacent to the eastern boundary of The Farm at Alamo Creek Specific Plan area. Development of the proposed project would require annexation to the City to access municipal services. The project applicant is requesting to amend the General Plan Land Use designation from Urban Reserve to Residential Medium Density where the residential units are proposed and Agricultural Buffer where the open space agricultural buffer is proposed. Additional text amendments to the General Plan are proposed, related to lot counts and size requirements for lots adjacent to an agricultural buffer. The project is requesting a rezone of the site to Residential Medium Density and Public Facilities with the Agricultural Buffer overlay for the open space area.  The project also requests a Specific Plan Amendment which would incorporate the proposed project within The Farm at Alamo Creek Specific Plan. 
	Project's Effects: Biological Resources - The project would result in a potentially significant impact to nesting and foraging habitat for bird species. Mitigation measures BIO-1c , BIO-1d , BIO-1f , and BIO-1g from the 2018 EIR, as modified, would reduce impacts to a less-than-significant level by requiring identification and protection of special-status species during project construction, and replacement of nesting or foraging habitat. 
 
Agriculture/Land Use and Planning - The project would result in a loss of agricultural land and potentially conflict with General Plan policies. To ensure compliance with General Plan policies LU-P2.4 and LU-P5.2 and reduce impacts to less-than-significant, mitigation measures AG-1 and AG-2 are proposed to purchase or provide lands with conservation easements and to provide landscaping within the agricultural buffer area. 
 
Cultural and Tribal Cultural Resources - The project would potentially unearth or disturb undiscovered resources. Mitigation measures CUL-1, CUL-2, and CUL-3 from the 2018 EIR, as modified, would require work to stop if resources are found, and consultation to determine the appropriate course of action.
 
Transportation - The project would potentially result in short-term impacts to multi-modal facilities which could be mitigated to less-than-significant with mitigation measure TRAFF-4 from the 2018 EIR, which would ensure that multimodal accessibility is provided during all project phases. The project would have a significant and unavoidable VMT impact because the project is not situated in a VMT efficient location. The project is subject to applicable transportation demand management strategies in mitigation measure TRA-1.
