	Project Description: The applicant for the proposed Project is requesting approval from the County of Riverside to construct an approximately 99,770 SF light industrial or warehouse building, truck trailer parking lot, ornamental landscaping, and associated infrastructure on a 9.13 net acre site. The proposed Project site is located within the western portion of the County of Riverside, west of the City of Perris. The site is comprised of two parcels identified by Riverside County Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 317-130-034 and -035. The Project site is currently vacant, but disturbed, with multiple ornamental trees along the Project site’s property lines. The Project site has a General Plan Land Use designation of Light Industrial (LI) and zoning designation of Manufacturing-Service Commercial (M-SC). The proposed building would result in a FAR of 0.25, which is consistent with the allowable maximum FAR of 0.60 for the Light Industrial land use designation.
	Project's Effects: Focused Burrowing Owl Surveys conducted onsite determined that none were currently on site. Due to the fact that the Project site is located within the  MSHCP burrowing owl survey area, a 30-day preconstruction survey is required, as included in MM BIO-1. With implementation of MM BIO-1, potential impacts would be less than significant. The proposed Project has the potential to impact active bird nests if vegetation and trees are removed during the nesting season. Implementation of mitigation measure MM BIO-2 would ensure MBTA compliance and would require a nesting bird survey to be conducted prior to the commencement of construction during nesting season, which would reduce potential impacts related to nesting avian species and native wildlife nursery sites to a less than significant level. There is a potential for previously unknown archaeological resources to be below the soil surface. Therefore, MM CUL-1 through CUL-5, which provide measures for unanticipated discoveries and artifact disposition, requires archaeological monitoring for initial ground disturbing activities up to five feet deep, and requires preparation of a Phase IV Monitoring Report, shall be implemented to reduce impacts related to historical and archaeological resources to a less than significant level. Additionally, there is a potential for previously unknown tribal cultural resources to be below the soil surface. With MM TCR-1, which requires a Native American monitor during grading, impacts would be less than significant. Similarly, pursuant to MM PAL-1, a Paleontological Resources Impact Mitigation Plan and paeleontological monitoring during grading would be implemented to mitigate potential impacts to paleontological resources below the soil surface.
