Proposal to build 64 multi-family affordable housing units on 18.76 acres. Proposed units are organized into eight
two-story residential buildings with ground-floor common laundry rooms within each building. The all-electric apartments
are 1-, 2- & 3-bedroom units ranging in size from 616 to 1,142 square feet with additional storage space on the ground
floor. The project offers a range of outdoor amenities, including seating areas, barbeque area, an outdoor dining area,
community garden, playground, and bicycle parking. Indoor amenities include a 4,000-square-foot central clubhouse
overlooking the reservoir with flex space for after-school programs or community events, offices for on-site property
management and resident support services, and mail and parcel services.

The project site is located on the east side of Lakeridge Circle, west of Dogtown Road and Magalia Reservoir, in the
unincorporated community of Magalia, California. The site encompasses nine parcels: Assessor Parcel Numbers (APNS)
