Project proposes to improve safety and traffic operations on State Route 116 at the Stage Gulch Road/Lakeville Highway
intersection at Post Mile 39.27 in Sonoma County, 1.2 miles southeast of Petaluma. Project would either signalize the
intersection or construct a new roundabout. Signalization includes adding traffic signals, realigning the roadways,
widening Stage Gulch Creek bridge, replacing a retaining wall, and widening shoulders. Roundabout includes
construction of a 180-foot circle diameter roundabout 15 feet southeast of existing intersection, roadway widening, and
addition of sidewalks and curb ramps. Both alternatives include new asphalt-concrete pavement; removal of trees,
additional signage, utility relocations, and drainage improvements. No existing structures will be affected. The Project
would have no impact on mineral resources, population/housing, public services, and recreation.
