Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project proposes safety improvements to three existing at-grade rail crossings on Cedar Street, Addison Street, and
Bancroft Way in the City of Berkeley in Alameda County. The improvements are designed to increase safety for motorists
and pedestrians. Currently all three crossings consist of two-lane streets with paved median, sidewalks, and landscaping.
Single-arm gates are present in each direction of traffic. Safety improvements include restricting access to Union Pacific
Railroad (UPRR) tracks, improving signage, accessibility improvements, and other safety features. The safety
improvements will require the construction of new driveway access to adjacent parcels. Additional improvements include
new roadside signs, Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) detectable pavers, “No Trespassing” signs, and security
access gates/fencing.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

During construction, air quality impacts would be reduced to a less than significant level by Mitigation Measure AQ-1,
which would require implementation of standard BAAQMD Construction Mitigation Measures Recommended for All
Projects.

To prevent indirect impacts to nesting birds, Mitigation Measure BIO-1 would restrict construction and other project
related activities to the non-breeding season between February 1st to August 31st. To prevent indirect impacts to nearby
waters, Mitigation Measure BIO-2 would require vehicle/equipment BMPs and standard sediment and erosion control
measures.

Should human remains, unrecorded cultural, tribal cultural, or paleontological resources be discovered during
construction activities, Mitigation Measures CUL-1, CUL-2, and GEO-1 would ensure work stoppage and proper
coordination with the relevant authorities.

To protect construction workers from hazardous materials that may be present on the site, Mitigation Measures HAZ-1
would require preparation of a site-specific health and safety plan for each crossing.
