	Project Description: The project includes construction of an approximately 155,231 square foot self-storage facility on a 5.35-acre site (65 Nutwood Circle). The proposed facility will offer climate-controlled units for wine storage, large units for RV storage, and traditional storage units spread amongst four buildings.  Most units are comprised of standard indoor mini-storage buildings. 

The project also request approval for the removal of one Valley Oak tree with a diameter at breast height (DBH) of 46 inches.
	Project's Effects: Aesthetics - project is adjacent to some surrounding rural uses.  Final lighting plans will need to be submitted with backlight, uplight, and glare (BUG) ratings to demonstrate compliance with character of area. One 46-inch diameter valley oak is proposed for removal. Mitigation will require replacement trees equaling 12" in diameter be planted on-site. 
Air Quality - particulate matter expected during construction phase, standard air quality mitigation measures required. Operational-increases in emissions predominantly associated with motor vehicle use. Heavy duty diesel limited to 5 min. idle time. Exceed Cal Green Tier 2 standards for recycled water, shading and recycled content materials.
Biological Resources - Pre-construction surveys will determine presence of wildlife and whether additional mitigation needed.Construction related mitigation measures to prevent take during construction. Oak tree protection required.
Cultural - Monitoring required during certain grading activities.  Additional mitigation measures would require work to stop if resources uncovered during construction. 
GHG Emissions - Mitigation required to establish carbon offset requirements.
Transportation - Less then significant impact however the project is required to install frontage improvements along Nutwood Circle consistent with Circulation Element. 
Tribal - same as Cultural above.
