	Project's Effects: Aesthetics - light from greenhouses; County requires blackout screening in each greenhouse and downcast exterior lighting.

Air Quality (dust and odors) - palliatives added during site disturbance to minimize dust; carbon filtration systems inside greenhouses. Burning vegetation is prohibited. Required to plant fragrant plants around cultivation areas.

Biological Resources - nesting bird survey required prior to site disturbance. Staff training to identify potential turtle nesting areas. Speed limit - 15 mph. Trash kept in containers.

Cultural / Geologic / Tribal resources - notification of Tribe / County / Archaeologist if potential significant relics, items or human remains are inadvertenly discovered. Sheriff to be notified if human remains are found. Training of staff required to identify potentially significant relics / artifacts. 

Hazards - all potentially hazardous chemicals to be kept in a locked / secured building. Fueling and staging to occur 200 feet or more from an aquatic habitat.

Noise - limits to noise measured at property line during daytime and nighttime hours. Generators only allowed during emergencies such as power outages.

Wildfire - compliance with Public Resource Code 4290 and 4291 required prior to cultivation, including defensible space around buildings.
