Major Use Permit for a proposed commercial cannabis cultivation operation consisting of 1 acre of outdoor cannabis
cultivation. This project proposes some site improvements including a security fence, security system, employee parking,
trash bins, storage sheds, portable toilets. Plants are to be planted in above ground planter bags or raised planter beds.

Aesthetics - 6' tall screening fencing required around cultivation area. Fabric is not allowed due to poor durability

Air Quality - dust during and after site preparation and odors during harvest season. Water on all disturbed areas during
site disturbance. Gravel on driveways, parking areas. Fragrant plants along south-eastern portion of the cultivation area
to mask cannabis odors.

Cultural / Tribal Resources - inadvertent discovery of sensitive cultural items of significance. Training of employess to
spot potentially significant items and relics. Notification of Tribe, County, Archaeologist required upon discovery.
Noatification and work stoppage if human remains are inadvertently discovered during site preparation and over life of
project.

Geology - erosion control measures to be put in place prior to cultivation.

Noise - maximum noise thresholds measured at property line during site preparation and life of project.

Wildfire - upgrade Hunter Point Road to Public Resource Code 4290 and 4291 standards; install 5,000 gallon water tank
for use for fire suppression; install gates that are 22' wide to meet PRC 4290 and 4291 standards; on-site turn-arounds
for emergency vehicles
