	Project's Effects: Air Quality: Project construction would result in emissions exceeding the BAAQMD Single-Source Threshold for cancer risk. Mitigation: Applicant shall submit a construction operations plan demonstrating that low-emission equipment would be used. 
Biological Resources: Project construction could result in impacts to nesting birds, if present on -site. Mitigation: Applicant shall schedule construction outside of the nesting season or have a qualified biologist conduct pre-construction surveys.
Hazardous Materials: Project construction could expose people and the environment to contaminated soil. Mitigation: The applicant shall retain an environmental professional to further investigation contamination on-site. Oversight from the Santa Clara County Department of Environmental Health must be obtained and a Site Management Plan must be prepared if further investigation proves it necessary. 
Noise: Operational mechanical equipment would exceed noise standards at neighboring residences. Mitigation: HVAC equipment shall be placed a minimum of 150 feet from the neighboring residential property lines and the applicant shall submit a mechanical equipment operations plan detailing the location of the HVAC equipment and details of proposed noise shielding. Impact: Construction noise would generate excessive vibration at the southwest and northwest property lines. Mitigation: The applicant shall submit a construction operations plan identifying vibration-reducing measures to be implemented during construction.
