The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) Utility Division proposes a project to gain on site confirmation of the location of utilities for the GLE 32 CAPM project (EA:03-0J500).The
proposed potholing investigations include drilling through the highway pavement surface. The test holes will be created using a high-power vacuum suction system. The holes will be around a
foot in diameter, and the depth will span from ground level to the required extent of the investigation.
