Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

[The project has two stages. The first stage (year 1) would be composed of four acres (174,240 ft2) of outdoor
cultivation/canopy area, a 6,000 ft2 Processing Facility (metal building), and a 120 ft2 Pesticides & Agricultural
Chemicals Storage Area (wooden shed). The second stage (year 2) oconsists of twelve 3,000 ft2 greenhouses and
twenty-two 1,000 sq. ft. hoop houses in the footprint of two of the four acres of stage | cannabis cultivation area. The
project would contain 174,240 ft2 of outdoor canopy after the first stage of site development, and up to 87,120 ft2 of
outdoor canopy and 44,000 sq. ft. of mixed-light canopy after the second stage of site development.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Aesthetics - potential for light and visual impacts; screening with 6' tall screening fencing required; downcast lighting
required, blackout screening required in greenhouses / hoop houses.

Air Quality - some potential for dust and odors during construction and operation. Palliatives to be used to wet earth
while site grading and pad preparation occurs; surfacing to driveway and parking lot required; carbon filtration systems
required in all buildings containing cannabis

Biological Resources - surveys required if site preparation occurs during bird / bat nesting season. Biologist to check for
presence of yellow-legged frogs prior to site disturbance near riparian areas.

Cultural / Tribal - protocol required for inadvertent discovery of potentially significant artifacts or relics; employee training
required prior to site disturbance to recognize potentially significant items.

Noise - noise limits during construction and operations measured at property lines.

\Wildfire - 5,000 gallon water ank required for fire suppression; 100" defensible space required around processing
building; no construction during red flag warnings
