(1.07 acres). The applicant is also applying for an A-Type 6 Processing License, and an A-Type 13 Self-Distribution License to allow transportation of cannabis to and from the site. Processing to occur in an existing 48’ x 100’ two-story building. The applicant is proposing two greenhouses, each being 30’ x 96’ for immature plants. The applicant is proposing to have two 5,000 gallon water tanks on site for irrigation. Water will be provided from an existing permitted on-site groundwater well. 	Project's Effects: Aesthetics - light from greenhouses; high visibility site; required is a 6' tall screening fence and blackout screening inside all greenhouses. Lighting to be downcast and comply with recommendations in darksky.org.

Air Quality - dust during site disturbance; required to wet down earth prior to disturbing. Grading plans submitted must be adhered to during site disturbance including stormwater mitigation

Biological Resources - some potential for impact; preliminary survey needed prior to ground disturbance

Cultural / Geological / Tribal Resources - mapped historic Tribal site on property; archaeologist required to stake out area which will be a 'do not disturb' area including a 50' buffer. Employees to be trained in observing potentially historic items, particularly during site disturbance. Protocols required in the event of discovery.

Noise - limits to noise during construction and operation as measured at property lines.

Misc - entire property is in an AO flood zone. Engineered footings and anchoring buildings to ground are required during building permit review
