The Applicant seeks approval of the following: Normandie Crossing Specific Plan (‘NCSP”) (SP #1-21); General
Plan/General Plan Map Amendment (GPA #3-21); Zone Change and Zone Map Amendment (ZC #4-21); Zoning Code
Text Amendment (ZTA #6-21; Site Plan Review (SPR #11-21; Vesting Tentative Tract Map (TTM #4-21); and
Development Agreement (DA #2-21). The Project proposes to remove all existing onsite structures (approximately
115,424 square feet (SF) of industrial uses) and, in their place, construct up to 403 multi-family DU, including 328
apartment units in one building and 75 townhomes in nine buildings. The apartment building would provide approximately
39,098 SF of private/public open spaces, 399 vehicle parking spaces, and 173 bicycle parking spaces. The townhomes
would provide approximately 11,395 SF of open space, and 160 vehicle parking spaces (150 resident spaces in two-car
garages and 10 guest spaces). Additionally, the Project proposes two offsite improvements: 266 linear feet of sidewalk
improvements along 169th Street and various railroad track and roadway improvements along South Normandie Avenue
pursuant to current CPUC standards and UPRR guidelines.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The Project's construction-related vibration levels would be less than significant with MM NOI-3, which prohibits the use
of large construction equipment near sensitive receptors. The Project’s construction-related noise levels would result in a
significant unavoidable impact, despite incorporation of MM NOI-1, which requires that power construction equipment be
maintained and equipped with noise shielding and muffling devices, and MM NOI-2, which requires that an impermeable
sound barrier be constructed prior to any demolition/construction activities along the Project’s northern, southern, and
western property lines. Impacts to as yet undiscovered archaeological resources would be less than significant with MM
CUL-1, which outlines a plan for inadvertent discovery of archaeological resources, MM TCR-1, which requires retention
of a Native American Monitor, MM TCR-2 which, outlines a plan for unanticipated discovery of human remains and
associated funerary objects, and MM TCR-3, which outlines the procedure for burials and funerary remains. Impacts to
paleontological resources would be less than significant with MM GEO-1, which requires a paleontological resources
monitor. Hazards to the public or the environment during Project demolition and construction would be less than
significant with MM HAZ-1, which requires a construction management plan, and MM HAZ-2, which incorporates the
Project's VIRE recommendations. The Project's environmental effects from construction of recreational and utility
facilities would be less than significant with the above MM. The Project's impacts to tribal cultural resources would be
less than significant with MM TCR-1, MM TCR-2, and MM TCR-3. Detailed analysis is provided in Draft EIR Section 4.0:
Environmental Impact Analysis.
