The applicant requests approval of a General Plan Amendment to change the land use designation of the two subject
parcels from Open Space/Parks and Recreation/Floodplain (OS/PR/FP) to Low Density Residential (LDR) and a Rezone
to change the zoning designation of the parcels from Floodway (FW) to Single-Family Residential (R1) to facilitate the
development of two single-family dwelling units.

fencing around riparian habitat to ensure construction and staging activities remain onsite; MM TCR-1 and MM TCR-2,
which will reduce impacts to resources, should any be found on-site and require an immediate cessation of work, and
contact with the appropriate agencies to address the resource before work can resume.
