The applicant is requesting discretionary approval from the County of Lake for a Major Use Permit for a mixed-light
commercial cannabis operation at 3050 Big Valley Road, Kelseyville (APNs: 008-037-01 and 008-035-14) as described
below:

The application includes cultivation of one (1) A Type 3B license and three (3) A-Type 1C licenses for 29,500 sf of
mixed-light (greenhouse) canopy and a Type 13 Distributor Transport Only, Self-distribution License., fifteen (15) 30’ x
100’ greenhouses, a 5,000 sf immature plant area inside greenhouses, and one 30’ x 60’ drying building.
