The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to repair two bridges along State Route 119 and one
overpassing bridge to State Route 99 in Kern County. Broad Creek Bridge (post mile 4.65) and Weed Creek Bridge (post
mile 4.41) are located on State Route 119 and Airport Dr. Bridge (post mile 26.78 is on the south-bound on-ramp to State
Route 99. Repair of bridges will consist of removing unsound concrete from the bridge footings, replacing

timber caps on abutments and removing/replacing decayed timber abutments.

Caltrans will mitigate impacts to biological resources by pre-construction species surveys, pre-construction trapping and
burrow collapsing, nest-protection buffers, environmentally sensitive area fencing, worker environmental awareness
training for construction staff, and biological monitoring (where required), will avoid and minimize impacts to
special-status species.
