	Project Description: Tentative Tract Map No. 38128 proposes a subdivision for 96 detached single-family homes with a minimum lot size of 7,200 square feet on a 28.38-acre site with a density of 3.38 dwelling units per acre. The tract consists of 0.53-acre of open space, a 1.25-acre park, and a 0.81-acre water quality basin. Access and circulation improvements are also proposed and would be designed and constructed consistent with City of Menifee design standards.
	Project's Effects: Potentially significant impacts were identified in the Initial Study for the following environmental topic areas: Biological Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, and Transportation. Impacts to Biological Resources would be reduced to less than significant levels through Mitigation Measures BIO-1 (Pre-Construction Survey for Nesting Birds and Coastal California Gnatcatcher), and BIO-2 (Pre-Construction Surveys for Burrowing Owl). Impacts to Geology and Soils would be reduced to less than significant levels through Mitigation Measure GEO-1 (Paleontological Resources).
