BF5, Inc. proposes to construct a winery, outdoor event area with four two story/two unit guest casita buildings on a
production vineyard and olive orchard property. The developed area will include a wine production building, hospitality
building, eight guest casitas, outdoor event area, associated access roads and parking and planted areas consisting of
vineyard, olive trees and landscaping. The project will result in disturbance of 4.67 acres with a final impervious area of
2.09 acres for construction of the proposed winery, production building, casitas, and associated entry driveway and
parking improvements. The majority of the 20.49 acre parcel is planted in olive trees and vineyard. Project operations will
include a special events program including weddings, small private events and wine club member events to be offered
on closed winery days and after hours with a maximum guest occupancy of 120 and no amplified outdoor music. The
winery and hospitality restaurant will be open to the public Thursday through Sunday during the day only, with evenings
and non-operational days available for scheduling of special events.
