ACUSD is considering a program to consolidate eight schools onto six campuses. Sutter Creek Primary School & lone
Elementary School will be closed for later disposition. The District proposes to:

« Combine Amador High School (HS) & Argonaut HS at Argonaut High School.

» Combine lone Junior HS & Jackson Junior HS at Amador HS. This change would not affect the enroliment capacity.

* Relocate lone Elementary School to lone Junior High School & would add preschool & transitional kindergarten (TK), &
grades 1 through 5, to the campus.

 Convert Jackson Junior HS into the County Preschool Center.

» Add 6th grade to Jackson Elementary School.

« Expand Sutter Creek Elementary School to create a TK through 6th grade campus.

Enrollment capacities and site improvements would occur at some of the schools.
