The project proponent, Center of Hope Apartments Il LP, is requesting approval to construct the Center of Hope
Apartments, Phase I, consisting 49 affordable apartment units plus a 4,357 square foot office space. The project will
include off-site improvements to facilitate traffic circulation with an extension of Industrial Street including a streambed
crossing of Little Churn Creek.
