	Project Description: The Panama-Buena Vista Union School District (District), as Lead Agency, is proposing a new elementary school on a portion of a 20-acre undeveloped site (APN 184-220-09)  located southwest of the intersection of Taft Highway and Stine Road in the City of Bakersfield, California (Project). The site is within Section 3, Township 31 S Range 27 East, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian. Access to the site will be from Stine Road. 

The new elementary school campus will be approximately 101,000 square feet which will include classrooms, administration offices, parking, and play areas. The new school will serve the surrounding community and will serve approximately 1,200 students and 80 teachers at full build-out.  The hours of operation are expected to be between 7:30 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday. 


	Project's Effects: The prepared IS/MND identified potentially significant effects for Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Hydrology and Water Quality, and Tribal Cultural Resources. However, these impacts were identified as being reduced to a less than significant impact with implementation of mitigation measures.
Mitigation associated with Biological Resources include the use of preconstruction surveys, avoidance and minimization measures, and education training.
Cultural and Tribal Cultural mitigation would implement proper procedure in the event that cultural materials or human remains are discovered during Project activities. 
Geology and Soil mitigation includes the preparation of a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP), implementation of best management practices, and establishment of procedure should a paleontological resource be found during Project activities.
Mitigation connected to Hazards and Hazardous Materials require preparation of a hazardous materials business plan.
Hydrology and Water Quality mitigation includes the use mitigation associated with Geology and Soils and Hazards and Hazardous Materials that would  address construction and operation impacts to water quality.
