Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project includes the construction of a new 13,000+-square-foot multipurpose gymnasium on a previously
disturbed, undeveloped site. The project also includes the development of a small parking lot with ten (10)+ American
Disability Act (ADA) parking spaces. In addition, the project would require the extension of existing water, wastewater,
and electrical infrastructure to the proposed gymnasium. The project would result in a total disturbance of approximately
1 acre, including approximately 4,200 cubic yards of cut and fill.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Aesthetics: The project would increase nighttime lighting on the project site. Mitigation has been included to require
implementation of measures to reduce light pollution to surrounding areas.

Air Quality: The project has the potential to expose sensitive receptors to construction-related diesel particulate matter
emissions and mitigation has been included which requires implementation of diesel-idling restrictions.

Biological Resources: The project has the potential to impact California red-legged frog (CRLF), western pond turtle,
nesting birds, and potentially jurisdictional features during construction activities. Mitigation has been identified to require
exclusionary fencing for CRLF and western pond turtle, preconstruction surveys for nesting birds, and a 50-foot setback
from jurisdictional features.

Cultural/Tribal Cultural Resources: The project has the potential to result in inadvertent discovery of cultural/tribal cultural
resources. Mitigation has been included to identify the proper protocol in the event of inadvertent discovery and to
require a worker awareness training program prior to the start of construction activities at the project site.

Geology/Soils: The project site has moderate potential for soil expansion and is underlain by a geologic unit with high
paleontological sensitivity. Mitigation has been added to reduce these impacts.

Noise: The project has the potential to increase short-term construction noise in close proximity to sensitive receptors.
Mitigation has been identified to reduce adverse construction-related noise.
